Dear Parishioners and Friends at
St. Patrick-St. Anthony and St. Genevieve,

May the Lord give you peace.

After consulting with you through the survey, conversations,
and phone calls and consultation with Fr. Shanley at the
cathedral, we will celebrate our Triduum services here at St.
Patrick-St. Anthony as has been our custom. I thank you for
your responses. The idea of bringing parishes together arose
from a desire to make good use of the cathedral as well as to
assist those pastors who have more than one parish
community and to bring together those members of parishes
where there is light participation in the liturgies. In my
conversation with Fr. Shanley, it was noted that we already
have very good attendance at our celebrations and that it is
wise to continue as we are.

Our Ash Wednesday services set us off to a good beginning of
this sacred season.

We will also offer vespers, evening prayer, in the
church at 6 PM on Monday evenings.

This journey that begins in Lent is the opportunity to begin
again to realize the grace and love that is God in our lives. Itis
not just for a season but enkindles life-time changes in our
understanding and action. Let us begin again, step by step, to
deepen our understanding, compassion, and responses to the
gifts of God already present among us.
